
A Message from the Principal 
 

   As a follow up to last evening’s community forum, 
BMGS will continue their efforts to educate the children to 
protect themselves and become more aware of their        
surroundings.  In the month of November our students will    
participate in workshops presented by Parents for Megan’s 
Law and the Crime Victims Center.   
 Students in Grade 3 will be involved in a fun and 
entertaining workshop designed to empower children ages   
5-8 to recognize and protect themselves from sexual abuse 
by becoming aware of their own feelings, likes and dislikes.  
After a thorough exploration of what it means to be “in 
charge”, the audience is introduced to a variety of situations 
in which children are “being in charge” and taking ownership 
of their right to keep themselves safe from the threatening 
behavior of others.  The workshop is presented in an informal 
and upbeat manner and ends with each child receiving a  
ruler and an official certificate of safety.   
 Students in Grades 4-6 will view an age appropriate 
video that examines the case of Karen, a fifth grade student, 
who recounts an incident involving her older cousin, Tommy.  
Karen discusses her initial turmoil and confusion, and her 
frustration, when her mother doesn’t “figure out” something is 
wrong.  As the film’s narrator, Karen describes the help she 
receives when she confides in her teacher.  As a result,   
Karen is able to work through the incident and put it behind 
her.  The program covers information, support and treatment 
for both boys and girls.  Children will learn to identify steps 
that they can take to protect themselves and feel             
empowered.  
 Both workshops will be informative for our students 
and delivered in a relaxed and educational manner.  Keeping 
our students safe is our #1 priority.
